City of Glendale
Assessment of Program Effectiveness


The City of Glendale’s storm water management program involves virtually every City Department.  Since each department operates completely independently of each other, with different mission statements and budgets, it can be a challenge to incorporate storm water management into each department’s daily operations.  However, over the last ten years we have made significant progress in this area as the following accomplishments will indicate:

A)
Neighborhood Services is taking a leading role in promoting storm water 


public education and outreach.  Over 200,000 impressions were made 

last fiscal year.

B)
The Public Works Maintenance Services Section has assigned two full-time 


employees to clean-out catch basins and storm drains.  In addition to these staff


members, one vactor truck is dedicated to this clean-out effort as well.
C)  
The City continues to use its public outreach campaign, called “Inspector Litter” to educate local residents in pollution prevention.  Several Public Service 

Announcements (PSAs) have aired on GTV-6 throughout the past years.

D)
The City has completed several sanitary sewer upgrades which will eliminate

sanitary sewer overflows from the sewer system.  Also, the City’s only sewer pump station is in the middle of a $2 million upgrade.  It is important to note that these projects cost over $10 million.
E)
Prior to the start of the rainy season, sewer crews are temporarily reassigned to 


assist in cleaning-out all City-owned catch basins and storm drains.  This program

effectively removes trash from catch basins prior to the start of the rainy season 


which significantly reduces the amount of trash entering the L.A. River.

F)  
The City continues to use “California Highway Adoption Co.” to clean all 

freeway onramps and offramps located within the city limits.  This was done only 

as a last resort after having tried to work with CalTrans for years on cleaning up 

these ramps.
G)
A large radial screen (certified for 5mm compliance) was installed in September, 


2008, in one of the City’s large storm drain outfalls near the Los Angeles River.


Over 70 catch-basins drain into this channel and this BMP effectively removes 5


mm trash from all of these catch-basins.  

H) One hundred and ninety gwo (192) 5mm catch basin screens are currently being installed and several hundred more will be installed next fiscal year.
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
